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Amidst the wave of travel hiatuses, traveling will forever change, following the emergence of travel trends. There's no shortlist for
reasons to travel; people are seeking what they lack back home. Some are looking for more excellent scenery. Some are local food enthusiasts,
while some are willing to discover the new cultural trails: staying like a local, connecting with local communities, and learning cultural aspects
rooted in the locations. Taking the road less traveled with artistic motivation has become the new trend to watch.

We do not know what we want without realizing what we have; embracing one's heritage in the local communities has recently been
the primary plan for cities nationwide to move steadily. The visible evidence of the cultural heritage in each region is architecture: the tangible artifacts
that tell the legacy through designs.

Present-day Northern Thailand was home to the Lanna Kingdom, divided into
five small principalities, of which Lamphun, Phrae, and Nan were three of them.
